Breitkreuz Speaks To
Thunder Bay Gunners

Firearms Meeting Well Attended

The Northwestern Ontario
Sportsmen’s Alliance (NOSA)
sponsored a public forum for
firearms owners on Nov. 30th
of 2006. Conservative MP
Garry Breitkreuz made a spe
cial trip to Thunder Bay to
speak to gun owners at th
event, giving words of encour-
agement and hope to those
who are becoming increasing
ly frustrated with the current
firearms registry. And clearly,
there are many who are frus
trated as over 300 firearms_
owning guests attended the
event.

However Breitkreuz did not provide any real new information on how the
servatives plan to dismantle the current gun legislation. He admitted that u
Conservatives get voted in as a majority Government, there is little they ca
affect any real change. He also asked gun owners to hold Provincial Gove
officials and MPPs accountable for not honoring an amnesty that was issuec
federal Conservatives who expected the Provinces to carry out the terms
amnesty. Ontario has proven to be a trouble spot with respect to conflicts ov
renewals and other complications related to the confusing firearms legislatic

Now that the Liberals have chosen a leader, they have also drafted new f
policies that they will carry forth in the next election. If you thought our laws
ridiculous now, wait to see what happens when a Liberal government finds i
a majority position in the future. NOSA has learned that the Liberals plan to
it illegal for hunters to own a semi-auto loading rifle or shotgun. So, if you ow
of these hunting type firearms, don't look for some onerous and costly restric
be imposed upon you. Instead the Liberals will just have you turn your autc
rifle/shotgun in at a surrendering depot where it will be destroyed. If you d
then it will simply be confiscated and you'll likely be charged as a criminal wi
is discovered that you own one.

Clearly, the firearms registry is a hot button issue still and it will be in the
federal election. Firearms owners need to do a better job at not just showir
the polls on election day, but they will also need to work a little harder to get
and family to do the same.
